INCIDENT SUMMARY:
Witness — W/M James Ross Faris, Adult

On the listed date and time, Pembroke Pines Police Officers responded to a 911 call
involving a subject putting a gun to someone’s head.

The investigation revealed that Victim #1 Muraida, was driving a black Honda convertible
through ‘“The Beaches” subdivision of the Pembroke Shores Community where he lives
along with Victim #2 (Passenger). The victims were chased by the listed suspect (also a
resident of The Beaches), in his vehicle throughout the community. Once Victim # 1
stopped the car, the suspect approached the victim’s vehicle yelling profanities. Victim # 1
was in fear for his safety and drove away. The suspect re-entered his vehicle and continued
to chase the victims. When the victim’s vehicle stopped at the gate to exit the community
and was waiting for the gate to open, the suspect ran up to the victim’s vehicle and pointed
a midsize black handgun at Victim #1 while yelling profanities at him regarding his driving

pattern. The suspect threatened to shoot Victim # 1 if he moved and ordered him to turn
Anyone with information regarding this incident is urged to contact the Pembroke Pines Police Department at 954-431-2200,
email to tips@ppines.com, or call Crimestoppers at 954-493-TIPS.
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the car off and remove the keys. Victim # 1 in fear for his life complied. The suspect then
punched Victim # 1 on the side of his head while still seated in the driver’s seat.

The suspect then walked over to the passenger side of the victim’s vehicle and placed the
gun to the neck of Victim # 2. He threatened to kill him if he didn’t pick up the car keys
and turned the vehicle on in 10 seconds, as he counted down from 10. The suspect again
threatened to kill Victim # 1. Victim # 1 was able to start the car and the suspect then
struck Victim # 2 in the back of the head with the handgun, causing minor swelling. The
suspect then walked back to the driver’s side of the vehicle and stated ““If I ever see you
again I’m gonna’ kill you” and struck Victim # 1 in the face again.

The listed witness was a passenger in the suspect’s vehicle. When questioned by officers he
told them 1that he witnessed an altercation between the suspect and Victim # 1, but due to
his position he could not see what exactly occurred between them.
