INCIDENT SUMMARY:

On Sunday, February 21, 2021, at approximately 2:07 a.m., members of the Pembroke Pines
Police and Fire Departments responded to a traffic crash at the 13300 block of Pines Blvd. A
preliminary investigation revealed that two Pembroke Pines Police Officers, who were
completing a traffic stop with all their emergency lights activated, were in the eastbound lanes
of the 13300 block of Pines Blvd.

Pagan was operating a 2006 silver Toyota (Vehicle 1), and was traveling eastbound on Pines
Blvd. The two marked police vehicles, with all their emergency lights still activated, were
stopped in the road after just completing a traffic stop. Pagan failed to stop and struck the rear

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of Vehicle 2, which caused it to then impact the rear of Vehicle 3. Pagan and Rodriguez
(Passenger 1/ Vehicle 1) were extricated from the vehicle by Pembroke Pines Fire Rescue and
transported to Memorial Regional Hospital. Pagan sustained serious bodily injuries and
Rodriguez sustained non-life threatening injuries, as a result of the crash. Both officers involved
were not inside their vehicles at the time of the accident, but received minor injuries due to
their proximity to the vehicles when they were struck by Vehicle 1.

The Traffic Unit responded to continue the investigation. This remains an active investigation
and no further information will be released at this time.
