INCIDENT SUMMARY::

On Friday, November 19", members of the Pembroke Pines Police Department were made aware
of threatening messages, posted on Instagram, which were directed towards students and staff at
the Renaissance Charter School. A determination was made that the threats began on November
18" and updated posts indicated that the individual making the threats claimed to be at the school
on the morning of November 19", In response, the Renaissance Charter School was temporarily
placed on a code-yellow alert (limited movement).

Our Threat Assessment Team was immediately deployed to investigate the incident and
ultimately identified, and arrested, a 13-year-old female who is a former student at Renaissance
Charter School.

At this time there is no active or on-going threat toward students or staff at the Renaissance

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Charter School in Pembroke Pines. The juvenile female who has been arrested is being charged
with a 2" Degree Felony for making a written threat to do bodily harm or commit an act of
terrorism (FSS 836.10).

Whether written as a joke or a prank, out of frustration or anger, all threats made against our
schools will be taken seriously. Making threats of this nature is a serious offense and any
individual determined to have committed such an act will be arrested and charged accordingly.
The Pembroke Pines Police Department has been creating and distributing strong messaging
about the severity of consequences that will occur to students who use social media or any other
means to threaten our schools, students or teachers.

We are again asking all parents to please take this moment to speak with your children about the
severe consequences for making threats to do harm and also encourage that they report threats of
which they are made aware.
