Members of the Pembroke Pines Police Department responded to a report of an armed robbery
and a shooting that occurred at 1790 Acorn Lane (Cedarwoods).

A preliminary investigation revealed that both victims arrived home and were approached by the
suspect as they walked to their front door. The suspect pointed a black handgun at both the male
and female victims and demanded the male vitctim’s phone and watch. The male victim
complied and the suspect fled the area on foot.

As the suspect was running from the location, the male victim chased after him. As the victim
was chasing the suspect, the suspect turned around and fired two rounds at the male victim,
missing him.
