While walking along the roadway at SW 68" Avenue & SW 6™ Street with her son in a stroller,
the adult victim observed the suspect walking closely behind her. The suspect appeared to be a

light-skinned black male in his mid-teens, with black hair in an afro style and brown eyes, 5°7”
in height, and 140 lbs.

The suspect closely followed both victims for several blocks. When the suspect eventually
passed the victims he turned around, exposed his penis, and masturbated in full view of both
victims.
