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On Saturday November 5%, 2022, members of the Pembroke Pines Police Department and Fire
Department responded to a traffic crash at the intersection of Pembroke Road and Island Drive
involving a vehicle and a bicyclist.

A preliminary investigation revealed that Victim 1, Mr. Roy Miralda, was riding his bicycle
westbound on Pembroke Road to a predetermined location to meet a group of other bicyclists for
an organized ride. As Mr. Miralda was cycling on Pembroke Road, he was struck and killed by a
hit and run vehicle. The driver left the scene without rendering aid to Mr. Miralda or notifying
law enforcement. Traffic crash investigators believe the vehicle sustained extensive front end
damage. No other identifiable information has been developed pertaining to the hit and run
vehicle or its driver since law enforcement was notified.
