Pembroke Pines Police Detectives arrested two suspects for attempted murder and robbery
following an incident that occurred within the Advenir at San Tropez apartment complex on March
26, 2023.

The victim and suspects arranged a meeting within the parking lot of 7881 NW 3™ Street using the
OfferUp platform to exchange a Playstation 5.

During the transaction, the suspects remained inside of their vehicle and the victim stood near the
passenger door. Once the victim displayed cash, the passenger snatched his money and a struggle

ensued. The passenger grabbed the victim’s arms while the driver accelerated quickly, dragging
the victim approximately 50 yards. The victim suffered serious but non-life-threatening injuries.

Pembroke Pines Police Detectives identified as 19-year-old Jaheim Stephen Smith as the driver
and 19-year-old Lowell J’Won Mason as the passenger. Arrest warrants for robbery and attempted
murder were issued for both suspects.

On April 2, 2023, Miami Beach Police Officers located the suspect’s vehicle and placed Jaheim
Stephen Smith into custody. Later that day, Lowell J'Won Mason was located in the City of
Miramar and taken into custody by the Broward Sheriff’s Office Fugitive Task Force.

Pembroke Pines Police Detectives presented felony charges of Attempted Murder and Robbery.
