INCIDENT SUMMARY: 

At 9:06 a.m. on Monday, September 4, 2023, Pembroke Pines Police Officers responded to 311 SW 71st 
Avenue (Pines Village) in reference to a welfare check.  When officers arrived, they discovered some 
unusual circumstances which caused them to make entry into the residence.  Once inside the residence 
officers discovered a deceased male.  As officers continued to check the residence, they located another 
male asleep in bed. 

Our initial investigation revealed that the two males located inside the residence are brothers.  The deceased 
male, identified as 63-year-old Edgar Ernest Dubray, appeared to have possible stab wounds which led to 
his death.   

Following an extensive investigation, 61-year-old Donald Steven Dubray was taken into custody for 2nd 
Degree Murder.  The incident was determined to be isolated and domestic in nature, and at no time was 
there any threat to the surrounding community.
